Global Perspective - Asia/Pacific Rim



Delegates of the annual

PTPI's 2008 Asia Pacific Conference was held in Ulsan City and
Gyeongju City, Korea, May 1-4. More than 70 delegates from the
Asia Pacific region and United States attended the conference.

The first day, delegates joined PTPI's Ulsan Korea Chapter’s 35th
anniversary celebration, which included a hanbok (Korean traditional
costumes) fashion show and lunch prepared by the chapter
members' families. Later, delegates visited Ulsan city hall, where
they met Vice Mayor Ju and learned about Ulsan's role as a main
industrial city of Korea. Delegates moved to the Tondosa Temple,
one of Korea's oldest. There, they met the head priest and learned
about the history of Buddhism in Korea.

The following day, delegates enjoyed special guided tours of Hyundai
Motor Company by Vice Chairman of Hyundai Heavy Industry, Mr.
Min, who welcomed delegates and later hosted lunch at the VIP
Restaurant. Delegates moved onto Gyeongju City for a dinner
hosted by Mayor Baek.

Council and former Chairman of Korea National Headquarters, called
the Asia Pacific Council Meeting to order.
