PTPI's President and CEO, Mary Jean Eisenhower, recently
returned from Cambodia, where she met with The HALO
Trust, which is supported by PTPI's Global Landmine
Initiative. After three years of landmine removal and
aftercare in Sri Lanka, PTPI shifted focus to Cambodia,
demining heavily-impacted areas along the Thai border.
PTPI's Director of Landmine Initiatives, Cindy Spake,
accompanied Mary for this review of efforts in Cambodia.
While there, they met with The HALO Trust USA’s Kurt
Chesko and Cambodian Programme Manager, Tim Porter,
and other key leaders of this demining effort.

With the highest ratio per capita of any country, Cambodia
reports more than 25,000 amputees. Mary was especially
touched to share time with victims — residents directly
impacted by mines and reaping the benefits of efforts by
PTPI and others to ensure their safety. Heartfelt thanks go to
everyone involved in this effort. Additional program options
will be available to chapters and our greater membership in
the near future, as we explore ways to expand our efforts for
the people of Cambodia and beyond.
